1. Shuffle in your question. (This is a great spread for gaining insight into

yourself or your coming month).
2. Cut the cards and lay them out face-down. Starting with the position of

Aries and traveling counterclockwise, placing the center card last.
3. Turn over, and read the center card, then the position of Aries. Continue

reading the spread, following the same pattern as before.



4. After having read your spread, take the remaining cards in the deck and
deal cards over your spread. Traveling counterclockwise, until you run
out of cards. As you lay out the cards, look for your King or Queen. (The
court card you identify with. You can also choose the Magician/High
Priestess or Emperor/Empress.)

5. The cards that have been placed on top of your spread, are your clarifying
cards. While the stack that holds your King/Queen, indicates which area
of your life will be most important given your question. (For example, in
a monthly spread, where your King/Queen is, indicates where your focus

is best served during the course of your coming month).
